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Abstract

The place with its combination and nature represents an important dimension to the
poet, he emotionally associated to it, it contain the memories; good and bad, identifies
with it, and seeks to restore, and retrieve it at certain moments, this return to the place
makes a place trying to snatch the real dimensions of that restored place loaded with
events or persons associated with it. The aesthetics of the place in poems of the old
blind Arab poet emerge through his care of the place construction within the poem
through the characters, and time, and through utilizing the language in a way that
highlights the aesthetic image of the place with its beautiful details which enrich the
poem. Through research the nature of using of the aesthetics of the place in his works,
and the dimensions of these aesthetics and the intersection with the overall construction
of the poem. The structure and image of the place stand out through the imagination of
the blind poet who lacks visual image, which help him to identify with the imagination
and draw a true and imagined dimensions of two poets who have a special status among
the poets, Abbasid poet Al-A’kok, and Andalusia blind poet At-Teeli and the field of
poetry will provide fertile material and a wide floor to see the place aesthetics and its
presence in the old poetic text which has its stature and value in the collective memory
of the Arab nation. All those depend on the integrative approach which combines most
of the other curricula advantages while keeping a distance away from its disadvantages,
which can provide us with the basic principles to reach a deeper understanding of the
place aesthetics in the works of a blind poet in a way that enriches the subject of the
study. The analysis of the poetic text seeks to answer the research problem, and also
answer its main questions. This analysis is not related to the documentary and historical
analysis which seeks to tell about the lives of poets and their social status only. One of
the most prominent results of this study is that the culture of the poet assisted him to
penetrate the place and giving a description of it as did the other poets, that era and its
nature have the the significant role in the different addressing of the tow poets, and their

vision of the place with all patterns.
